Comparative & Superlative Adjectives

1) For one syllable adjectives: add “-er” and “-est”

Example:  tall        Mike is taller than Suzanne.  Mike is the tallest person in the family.

	short
	shorter 
	the shortest

	soft
	softer 
	the softest

	calm
	calmer 
	the calmest


**** Exception to the rule:  Fun →  more fun, the most fun   (do NOT say funner or funnest)


English class is more fun than math class.  English class is the most fun of any class!

2) For two syllable adjectives with “y”: change the “y” to “i” and add “-er” and “-est”

Example:  funny        Mike is funnier than Suzanne.  Mike is the funniest person in the family.

	happy
	happier 
	the happiest

	sunny
	sunnier
	the sunniest

	pretty
	prettier
	the prettiest

	salty
	saltier
	the saltiest


3) For two syllables without “y” AND longer adjectives (more than 2 syllables): use  “more”  or  “the most”

Example:  fragile       Glass is more fragile than plastic.  Glass is the most fragile type of material.

  delicious       Chocolate ice cream is more delicious than vanilla ice cream.  


          
           Chocolate is the most delicious flavor of ice cream.

	the most honest

	sour
	more sour
	the most sour

	expensive
	more expensive
	the most expensive

	difficult
	more difficult
	the most difficult


4) Irregulars:

	Good
	better
	the best

	Bad
Far
	worse
farther/further
	the worst
the farthest/the furthest
