So vs. Such

Both words are combined with adjectives or nouns to show extremes, but there is a difference in the usage.
	Combine So with an adjective:

so + adjective

She is so nice.

She is so pretty.

Sammy is so cute.

That necklace is so beautiful.

My friend is so kind.

The party was so great!


	Combine Such with an adjective followed by a noun:   

such + article (if needed) + adjective + noun
She is such a nice person.

She is such a pretty girl.

Sammy is such a cute dog.

That is such a beautiful necklace.

She is such a kind friend.

It was such a great party.

	Combine So with much or many before nouns.  

Use so much for a non-countable noun:

We had so much fun last night!

There is so much rain in Seattle.

Use so many for plural countable nouns:

She has so many friends.

He has so many toys.


	Combine Such with a lot of before non-countable nouns.

We had such a lot of fun last night!

There is such a lot of rain in Seattle.

It costs such a lot of money to live in New York City.
