Using Whose:     Whose asks about possession.   
	question
	answer

	Whose book is this?
	It’s Sarah’s.

	Whose things are these?
	They’re mine.

	Whose car did you borrow?
	I borrowed Natalia’s car. 


**Be careful because Who’s sounds the same as Whose, but has a very different usage. 
Who’s = contraction of Who is

Compare:

	question
	answer

	Who’s that? (Who is that?)
	That’s my sister.

	Whose book is that?
	That’s my sister’s book.

	Who’s coming to dinner tonight? (Who is coming to dinner?)
	My friend is coming to dinner.

	Who’s at the door? (Who is at the door?)
	A student is at the door.
